The funds raised will be used to support patients in need of speech therapy programmes after surgery.
Mrs Christine Ma-Lau, Founder and Principal of JEMS Learning House shared, “Just like our school name, JEMS, I believe every year all our students can shine as brightly as GEMS when they take the opportunity to serve the community at their Graduation Ceremony.
